(A) Goodsclassifiable in Chapters50 to 55 orin heading 58.09 or59.02 and of a mixture of two or more textile materialsare
to be classified asif consisting wholly of that one textile material which predominatesby weight over any othersingle
textile material.

When no one textile material predominatesby weight, the goodsare to be classified asif consisting wholly of that one
textile materialwhich iscovered by the heading which occurslast in numerical order among those which equally merit
consideration.

(B)For the purpose of the above rule:
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(@) Gimped horsehairyarn (heading51.10) and metallized yarn (heading 56.05) are to be treated asa single textile
material theweight of whichisto be taken as the aggregate of the weightsof itscomponents; for the classification of
woven fabrics, metal threadisto be regarded asa textile material;

(b) The choice of appropriate heading shall be effected by determining first the Chapter and thenthe applicable heading
within that Chapter, disregarding any materialsnot classified inthat Chapter;

(c) When both Chapters54 and 55 are involved with any other Chapter, Chapters54 and 55 are to be treated asa
single Chapter;

(d) Where a Chapterora heading refersto goodsof different textile materials, such materialsare to be treated asa
single textile material.

(C)The provisionsof paragraphs(A) and (B) above apply also to the yarnsreferred to in Notes3, 4,5 or6 below.

(b) Man-made filament tow of Chapter 55 and multifilament yarn withouttwist or with a twist of less than 5 turns per metre
of Chapter54;

(d) Metallized yarn of heading 56.05; yarn reinforced with metal thread issubject to paragraph (A) (f)above; and

. (A)For the purpose of Chapters50, 51, 52, 54 and 55, the expression "putup forretail sale" in relationto yarn means,

subject to the exceptionsin paragraph (B) below, yarn (single, multiple (folded) or cabled) put up:
(@) On cards, reels, tubes orsimilar supports, of a weight (including support) not exceeding:

(i) 85ginthe case of silk, waste silk orman-made filament yarn; or

(ii) 125 gin othercases,
(b) In balls, hanks or skeins of a weight not exceeding:

(i) 85ginthe case of man-madefilament yarn of lessthan 3,000 decitex, silkor silk waste;

7. Forthe purpose of thisSection, the expression "made up"” means:
(a) Cut otherwise than into squaresor rectangles;

(b) Produced in the finished state, ready for use (or merely needing separation by cutting dividing threads) without sewing or
otherworking (for example, certain dusters, towels, table cloths, scarf squares, blankets);

(c) Cutto size and with atleast one heat-sealed edge witha visibly tapered or compressed borderand the otheredges
treated asdescribed in any other subparagraph of thisNote, but excluding fabricsthe cut edgesof which have been
prevented from unravelling by hot cutting or by other simple means,

(d) Hemmed orwith rolled edges, or with a knotted fringe at any of the edges, but excluding fabricsthe cut edgesof which
have been prevented from unravelling by whipping or by other simple means;

(e) Cutto size and having undergone a processof drawn thread work;

13.For the purposesof this Section and, where applicable, throughout the Nomenclature, the expression "elastomeric yarn"
meansfilament yarn, including monofilament, of synthetic textile material, other than textured yarn, whichdoesnot breakon
being extendedto three timesitsoriginal length and whichreturns, after being extended to twice itsoriginal length, within a
period of five minutes, to a lengthnot greaterthan one and a half timesitsoriginal length.

14.Unless the context otherwise requires, textile garmentsof different headingsare to be classified in theirown headingseven if
putup in sets for retail sale. Forthe purposesof thisNote, the expression "textile garments' meansgarmentsof headings
61.01t061.14 andheadings62.01to 62.11.

15 Subject to Note 1 to Section XI, textiles, garmentsand other textile articles, incorporating chemical, mechanical or electro nic

componentsforadditional functionality, whetherincorporated asbuilt-incomponentsorwithin the fibre or fabric, are classified
in theirrespective headingsin Section XI provided that they retain the essential character of the goodsof thisSection.

Subheading Notes.

1. InthisSection and, where applicable, throughout the Nomenclature, the following expressionshave the meaningshereby
assigned to them:

(a) Unbleached yarn
Yam which:

(i) hasthe natural colourofitsconstituent fibresand hasnot been bleached, dyed (whetherornotin the mass) or printed;
or

(ii) is of indeterminate colour ("grey yarn"), manufactured from garnetted stock

Such yam may have been treated with a colourlessdressing or fugitive dye (which disappearsafter smple washing with
soap) and, in the case of man-madefibres, treated in the masswith delustring agents (forexample, titanium dioxide).

(b) Bleached yarn
Yarn which:

(i) hasundergone a bleaching process, is made of bleached fibresor, unlessthe context otherwise requires, hasbeen
dyed white (whetherornotin the mass) or treated with a white dressing;

(iii)is multiple (folded) or cabled and consistsof unbleached and bleached yarns.

Yarn which:

(i) isdyed (whetherornotinthe mass) otherthan white orin a fugitive colour, or printed, ormade from dyed or printed
fibres;

(i) consists of a mixture of dyed fibresof different coloursor of a mixture of unbleached or bleached fibreswith coloured
fibres(marl or mixture yarns), or is printed in one or more coloursat intervalsto give the impression of dots;

(iii) is obtained from sliversorrovingswhich have been printed; or
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(iv) ismultiple (folded) or cabled and consistsof unbleached or bleachedyarn and coloured yarmn.
The above definitionsalso apply, mutatis mutandis, to monofilament andto strip orthe like of Chapter54.
(d) Unbleached wov en fabric

Woven fabric made from unbleached yarn and whichhasnot been bleached, dyed or printed. Such fabric may have been
treated with a colourlessdressing or a fugitive dye.

(e)Bleached wov en fabric
Woven fabric which:
(i) hasbeen bleached or, unlessthe context otherwise requires, dyed white ortreated with a white dressing, in the piece;
(ii) consists of bleached yam; or
(iii) consists of unbleached andbleached yamn.
(f) Dyed wov en fabric
Woven fabric which:

(i) isdyed asingle uniform colour other than white (unlessthe context otherwise requires) or has been treated with a
coloured finish otherthanwhite (unlessthe context otherwise requires), in the piece;or

(ii) consists of coloured yam of a single uniform colour.
(9) Wov en fabric of yarns of different colours
Woven fabric (other than printed woven fabric) which:

(i) consists of yarns of different coloursoryarns of different shadesof the same colour (otherthan the natural colour of
the constituent fibres);

(i) consists of unbleached orbleached yarn and coloured yarn; or
(iii) consists of marl or mixture yarns.
(In all cases, the yarn used in selvedgesand piece endsisnot taken into consideration.)
(h) Printed wov en fabric
Woven fabric which hasbeen printed in the piece, whether or not made from yarnsof different colours.

(The following are also regarded asprinted woven fabrics: woven fabricsbearing designsmade, for example, with a brush
or spray gun, by meansof transfer paper, by flocking or by the batikprocess.)

The process of mercerization doesnot affect the classification of yarnsorfabricswithin the above categories.

(ij) Plainweave

A fabric construction in which each yarn of the weft passesalternately over and under successive yarns of the warp and
each yarn of the warp passes alternately over and under successive yarns of the weft.

(@) where appropriate, only the part which determinesthe classification under Interpretative Rule 3 shall be taken into
account;
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(b) in the case of textile productsconsisting of a ground fabric and a pile orlooped surface no account shall be taken of
the ground fabric;

(c) in the case of embroidery of heading 58.10 and goodsthereof, only the ground fabric shall be taken into account.
However, embroidery withoutvisible ground, and goodsthereof, shall be classified with reference to theembroidering
threadsalone
